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times need it most. We see this as a great success. We are still keen to hear from any residents interested in becoming a Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinator, please contact us for details.


We have and continue to offer residents the opportunity of crime prevention surveys. One of the team attends your home and provides advice, carrying out a survey recommending specific security measures. 


Our e-mail facility has been extended offering crime prevention advice. 


Drugs   -   The UK illegal drug market is thought to be worth between £4 billion and £6.6 billion: class A drug use creates around £15.4 billion in crime and health costs each year ; 99 per cent of that is caused by problematic drug use, usually involving heroin or crack cocaine , between a third and a half of robberies, burglaries and other thefts. 


Acting on intelligence gathered from residents and persons working in the area the team have directed their patrols, both visible and plain clothes, to identified areas. 


There are a number of options available to adults caught in possession of cannabis; 1)  a warning for a first offence of possession, 2) a penalty notice for disorder (an on-the-spot fine of £80), 3)  or arrest. Persons under the age of 18 are arrested in every instance.


To date through the use of our stop and search powers we have administered seven cannabis warnings, one penalty notice, and arrested three persons. The arrests have resulted in two adult cautions and one conviction.


Again through intelligence provided and our own observations the team have executed three drugs warrants. Two arrests were made - one resulting in a caution and one a conviction. 





Anti social driving by motorists  -  Areas of concern have been identified at our street briefings an we have ensured that patrols have been directed to these locations.  Two vehicles have been seized for the offence of no insurance resulting in a £200 fine, seven verbal warnings administered regarding speed and a section 59 warning issued. We have and continue to use our speed gun to detect. 











                                       Reporting crime


The police & other public services can’t tackle crime and anti-social behaviour alone. If people don't report crime or come forward as witnesses it can be hard for us to solve cases and bring criminals to justice. You can help play your part by reporting crime and anti-social behaviour when you see it.


Reporting crime in an emergency   -   in an emergency you should always call 999. An emergency is when a crime is happening, when someone suspected of a crime is nearby or when someone is injured, threatened or in danger.


Reporting crime anonymously  -  if you want to report a crime but are concerned about revealing your identity to the police you can get in touch with Crimestoppers on 0800 5555 111. You won’t be asked your name, nor to make a formal statement or to give evidence in court. 
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JUSTICE SEEN, JUSTICE DONE is a Home Office initiative which is aimed at increasing public confidence in how crime is tackled and justice is delivered. The main elements are: 





raising awareness & understanding of the service which the public are entitled to from the police and other agencies 


showing the public that the police, the criminal justice system & the government are on their side – and that there are tough consequences for criminals 


making sure that the problems the public are concerned about, like anti-social behaviour and disorder, are tackled and the public know about it. 
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The Policing Pledge is a national set of promises to the public which every police service has signed up to. We promise to listen to you and your neighbours, and to act on any problems you raise. 


Some of our promises are that: 


police will treat you with dignity and respect at all times 


emergency 999 calls will be answered within ten seconds and non - emergency within 30 seconds


neighbourhood policing teams will spend at least 80 % of our time on the beat in your neighbourhood tackling the local policing priorities


we, your neighbourhood policing team, will keep you informed about what they are doing about local issues and priorities


The pledge also says that if you're unhappy with the service you've received and you report that to the police, police will get in touch within 24 hours and discuss the situation with you. They will give you the opportunity to talk about it with someone from your local police, in person.

           Get involved with your local policing team


Made up of police officers and community support officers (PCSOs), your neighbourhood policing team is there to make your streets safer.

Safer Neighbourhood Policing is unique due to the fact that we are community led. We listen to what you tell us and we always aim to resolve problems when we can.


Burglary   -   Neighbourhood Watch has been proven to be an effective tool in combating burglary. Members look out for signs of crime in their own neighbourhood, and share that information with each other and local police. They get to know their neighbours, pay attention to the cars normally parked in the street, and to which of their neighbours is having work done on their house. Using that information, members are more likely to know when something unusual is happening on their street, or when something just doesn’t look right. By keeping an eye out for your neighbours, you can help police stop crimes from happening.


Leaflets were delivered to areas where interest was shown in reviving the scheme with the aim of recruiting a resident to act as co-ordinator; whom we use as our point of contact to relay information and advice. Once a co-ordinator was recruited, another leaflet was delivered to the residents advertising the fact that they now had a Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinator. There was a good response, and many residents passed their contact details onto their new co-ordinators. Since we started seven new watches have been created. A benefit of having these watches in place is that vulnerable people are bought to our attention. This means the co-ordinator and police can help give peace of mind to people who may otherwise not have any contact with police or neighbours, yet at 
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
